1. Minutes of May meeting approved and signed. There were no matters arising.
2. Treasurer’s Report: £5773.12p in hand including £40 membership subs. Sue paid £30 for leaflets publicising Stephen Edgar’s Saturday takeaway in aid of the school. She and Pat had both queried the cost:  in future we must check beforehand.  Prices have seemingly gone up.
3. Covid 19 report: Brian to send a letter of thanks to Steve, encouraging him to do the takeaway again next month. It raised c£600 for OPS. People made general comments about how the community has rallied + hope that this will continue. 
4. Events: Mary sent us a list of provisional bookings made by the PRA from August ‘til December.  We decided to cancel the Fair, due to happen on 19th Sept, defer the Reunion until a date later on in the year and keep the remaining bookings, though possibly changing the Quiz Night on 14 Nov to a Bingo Night. Pat to tell Mary. Brian will let us know when the Shinies are planning to have their Christmas event. Martineau Singers are planning something.
5. Neighbourhood Watch: Roger + John continue to send out warnings, mostly about on-line scams.  There is also the huge problem of litter.  Elsie to ask MVDC for more frequent collections in summer months and enquire into the possibility of a second rubbish bin at the start of the footpath on Leslie Rd.
6. Thames Water:  John has been in touch with Gayle of TW who said the recent smells are probably a result of sewers being very dry during the long hot spell. She will ask for them to be flushed out.
7. Planning permissions & Council updates: Downsvale have received planning permission to fell several trees / Castle Mill House has applied for pp to put up o monstr-sized play equipment in their orchard: Pat to contact Ric and ask him to warn the owner of possible problems with weir partygoers / parking meters will be installed at the Burford Bridge Hotel car park / other pps which don’t affect Pixham.
8. Membership & Street Stewards: So far only 74 households are members. Michael to send out a list of all who have paid to Street Stewards & liaise with Brian over a method to individually remind people via the Pixham Post deliveries.  Any method should not involve Street Stewards having to knock on doors & ask. Also a membership drive in the Post (we did this for the previous edition with limited success).
9. Website:  John said that no-one had sent him pictures of Pixham in the past, Pixham in lockdown or Pixham at all. 
10. Speedwatch:  Sue said it can be resumed from 15th June but they will stand on the other side of the road.  Speeding traffic is worse than usual across the county not just in Pixham so resumption of Speedwatch was welcomed.
11. Post:  July/Aug edition in preparation.  Brian asked for copy by 25 June. Brian to email Jo Rees to ask her for photos of the takeaway evening & other Covid happenings.
12. Riverside Walk meeting with National Trust warden Mark Dawson: notes of what happened were circulated before our meeting & will be attached to Minutes for our records. PRA Committee had held an extra-ordinary meeting to discuss the matter and felt it was largely the NT’s responsibility.  Hazel Watson has been in touch with SCC Highways about parking problems near the Stepping Stones and asked for our support but we decided this was outside our remit. Also, Ryka’s car park will re-open on 29th June which should reduce many local parking problems. Pat will write to heads of local secondary schools to make them aware of teenagers using the weir area recklessly & ask them to contact parents about this. Let’s support Ric of Castle Mill with his efforts to litter-pick and calm things down at the weir.
13. AOB: Gayle mentioned satnav directions which take people up the dead-end nr Hillier’s Nursery instead of Box Hill. I can’t remember what was decided – if anything???
Roger raised the problem of vehicles entering Pixholme Grove in search of parking for the cricket field. They then have to reverse or do a complicated turn. He asked for a ‘No Access to Sports Field ‘sign at the entrance to the Grove. Elsie, can you pls act on this?
